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Wisconsin’s electronics recy-
cling law establishes a state-
wide recycling program ad-
ministered by the DNR.  The 
program , called E-Cycle Wis-
consin, establishes a system 
to collect and recycle dis-
carded electronics. 
 
Start ing in January 2010, 
electronics manufacturers are 
responsible for the collection 
and recycling of electronics 
from households and K-12 
schools across Wisconsin. 
 
Wisconsin’s electronics recy-
cling law is expected to pro-
vide residents and schools 
with more convenient recy-
cling locations across the 
state, reduce pollution from 
improper disposal of electron-
ics and encourage an expan-
sion of the recycling industry 
in Wisconsin.

What does this mean 
for me? 

Starting September 1, 2010, 
various electronics devices 
will be banned from dis-
posal at the Town of Rhine 
recycling site because the 
town is not a registered col-
lector. It is very expensive 
and time consuming to be-
come a registered collector.

Uniform Rural Numbering System 
  
 I wanted to spend some time ex-
plaining a new Ordinance imple-
mented by the Sheboygan County 
Board entitled “Uniform Rural Num-
bering System”. This Ordinance was 
created for the purpose of establishing 
a orderly and uniform system for num-
bering and signing structures and 
properties in the unincorporated areas 
of Sheboygan County. This will aid in 
the timely and efficient provisions of 
all emergency services to all rural 
residents including police, fire, ambu-
lance and civil defense. This will also 
aid in visitors locating your particular 
address, reduce the loss of mail and 
goods due to poor or insufficient ad-
dresses, and reduce the potential for 
traffic accidents created by individuals 
looking for a residence or business 
address. 
 The administration and mainte-
nance of this chapter will be the re-
sponsibility of the Sheboygan County 
Planning Department. They will be re-
sponsible for the initial implementation 
of the program as well as the issu-
ance of new resident numbers, posts 
and signs. They will also have the offi-
cial Sheboygan County Rural Address 
Numbering System maps.  
 The Town of Rhine was responsi-
ble for choosing the size, color, if they 
wanted the road name and town 
name. The Town of Rhine Board met 
at our Monthly Board Meeting and de-
cided on a flag type sign 20” X 8”. The 
color will be blue and we will have the 
town name and town road on the sign.  
 The Sheboygan County Board put 
the rural signs out for bids and all bids 
were received on June 3, 2010 at 
4:00pm. Based on the cost on each 
bid they awarded the bid to a com-
pany called “Lange Enterprises”. This 

is the same company who had the 
contract for the current address plates 
post in front of our properties in the 
Town of Rhine. I’m sure that each of 
you have seen signs similar in other 
townships to what the county is requir-
ing us to switch over  to. They coming 
in red, blue, and green. The Town 
Board felt the blue stood out better 
than the other colors to be seen by 
emergency vehicles.  
 The cost of these signs are 
$17.65 plus $6.45 for the post and 
$5.75 for installation, for a total cost of 
$29.85. The total cost will be added  
to each resident’s tax bill by Sheboy-
gan County.  
 According to their Ordinance, the 
signs must be installed throughout 
Sheboygan County by December 31, 
2015. As to when ours will be in-
stalled, they will hopefully be installed 
by January 1, 2011. A schedule will 
be put together by the Sheboygan 
County Planning Department and sub-
mitted to us when complete. I will 
share that with all of you when it be-
comes available.  
 I would like to share some of the 
general sign and post specification 
with you.  
1. All signs shall be flag type with 

lettering on both sides and lo-
cated perpendicular to the public 
road centerline. 

2. All signs shall have reflective 
white letters and numerals no less 
than three inches inn height on a 
solid background. The back-
ground color shall be uniform in 
each Town as determined by the 
Township. For any addressed 
parcel with a driveway longer than 
500 feet, the sign must include in-
formation on the length of the 
driveway below the house num-
ber in letters not to exceed one 
and one-half inches. 

3. Signs shall be posted on a steel 
channel post located within thirty-
five feet from the centerline of the 
roadway and within ten feet of the 
right side of the driveway facing 
the building from the road serving 
the numbered parcel or building. 
Signs shall be attached to posts 
at height of four feet, measured 
from ground surface to vertical 
center of the sign.  

4. When two or more separate resi-
dences or businesses are located 
on a private, unnamed road, rural 
address number signs shall be 
placed at the intersection of the 
public road and the private road. 
The County may require posting 
at the building if, in its discretion, 
it is necessary to assure identifi-
cation of each structure. When a 
third address is assigned to a pri-
vate drive, the Town shall be re-
quested to assign a road name 
and existing addresses will be 
changed to reflect the new road 
name.  

That is a brief overview of some of the 
main requirements.  
 Next, I would like to discuss 
the enforcement, damage to signs, 
and penalties.  
1. The Planning Director or desig-

nee shall refer violations of this 
ordinance to the Sheriff’s Depart-
ment for enforcement.  

2. It shall be unlawful and a violation 
of this Ordinance to willfully dis-
turb, remove, or deface any sign 
erected or maintained under the 
provisions of this Ordinance.  

3. Property owners shall be respon-
sible for obtaining address num-
bers, and posting and maintaining 
rural address signs as required 
under this Ordinance. Property 
owners shall be responsible for 
maintaining an unobstructed view 
of their rural address number 
signs from a public road. Property 
owners shall be responsible for 
paying for and maintaining any re-
placement signs as may be nec-
essary if the initial sign is dam-
aged or destroyed or if the ad-
dress number has been reas-
signed for the property.  

4. Any person who shall violate any 
of the provisions of this Ordinance 
shall, upon conviction thereof, for-
feit not less than $50.00 or more 
than $200.00 together with the 
cost of prosecution.  

I hope that this information helps eve-
ryone to understand why our address 
signs are changing and the cost in-
volved.

TOWN OF RHINE MUNICIPAL

CHAPTER 15:  REGULATIONS 
ON USE OF HIGHWAY RIGHTS-
OF-WAY 
 
15.02  Cultivation and Landscaping 
 
(1) No person may cultivate, plant, 
harvest or maintain agricultural crops, 
trees, shrubs, flowers or other similar 
vegetation within a right of way. 

(Rev. 12/1/09) 
 
(2) No person may cultivate, plant or 
maintain grasses, flowers, or other 
vegetative plants in any manner that 
obstructs the visibility of the highway 
by highway users or that impedes the 
flow of drainage water.
